Public Transportation 
  •  Bart or Muni Metro

- Get o� at Civic Center Station
- Head southwest on Market Street towards Hayes Street
- Turn left onto S Van Ness Avenue
- Walk down S Van Ness Avenue
- Turn left into the alleyway after you pass the windows with the City & County of San 

Francisco city seal
- Walk towards the colorful rock sculptures
- You will see a sign pointing to the entrance of the fair

Driving
  •  From East Bay and South Bay

- Drive into San Francisco
- Merge onto US-101 N/Central Fwy, follow signs for N Golden Gate Bridge/Ninth 

Street/Civic Center
- Use the right 2 lanes to take exit 434A for Mission Street/US-101 N/Duboce Avenue 

towards Golden Gate Bridge
- Keep right, follow signs for Mission Street and merge onto Mission Street
- Use the left 3 lanes to turn left onto S Van Ness Avenue
- Destination will be on your right
